· Reporting to Senior Mechanical Technician
· To act as a mentor for an apprentice 
· Mechanical fit out of water and waste water treatments plants 
· Domestic plumbing installations 
· Report findings and recommendations to supervisor 
· Maintaining records of all work undertaken 
· To complete relevant safety documentation

· Experience in the water and waste water industry would be an advantage 
· Ability to read CAD and PNID drawings 
· Must be flexible in working hours
